GPS and artificial measuring devices are allowed. Devices which calculate slope ARE NOT PERMITTED. 

 

Punctuality is the sole responsibility of the applicant.  If the applicant is late for their posted starting time, they will be 

penalized 2 shots (up to 5 minutes late only).  Players arriving more than 5 minutes after their posted tee times are 

automatically disqualified and will not be allowed to play the following day. 

 

No caddies permitted. Players must be able to carry clubs or use pushcarts.  

 

Required dress at the golf course: 

• Hats/visors must be worn with brim forward 

• Shirts must be tucked in at all times 

• Girls’ fitted shirts do not have to be tucked in, but should be an appropriate length 

 
Prohibited dress at the golf course: 

• Tank tops, T-shirts 

• Denim 

• Short shorts, skorts or skirts that are too short 

• Cut-off shorts
